2. Information hygiene and strategic communications are key aspects of the modern information environment,
especially in the context of constant access to information and its impact on society. Consequently, the study of
information hygiene in the context of strategic communications becomes a relevant task for scientific research. In
today's world, where information is easily accessible and used as a tool of influence, the issue of information
hygiene is becoming increasingly important, particularly in the context of strategic communications. Ukraine's
system of strategic communications, aimed at effective management of information processes, requires careful
attention to information hygiene to ensure national security, form a positive image of the country, and strengthen
public trust. The purpose of this work is to analyze the tools, global trends in information hygiene, and their
specific application within Ukraine's strategic communications system. For the first time, an analysis of the
conceptual and theoretical foundations of the study of the concept of "information hygiene" has been conducted. A
definition of information hygiene has been provided: it is a field of scientific research that studies the interaction
between people and information technologies and develops methods and means to ensure the safety, preservation,
and optimization of working with information in the digital environment. This includes preventing the negative
consequences of using information technologies, such as protection from harmful influences of the information
environment on human health and psychological well-being, ensuring confidentiality and security of personal data
on the internet, and maintaining information ethics. The work highlights trends in information hygiene, namely: *
The emergence of a new elite that, through information and communication technologies (ICT) and control over
information, influences decision-making processes while most of the population remains detached from these
processes, such as netocracy and infocracy. * The appearance of information troops - structures, units, and
associations that use various methods and tools such as bot networks, fakes, spam, cyberattacks, trap websites,
and more. * The mass spread of disinformation and conspiracy theories during COVID-19 and the Russo-Ukrainian
war, which leads to worsening situations, spreading panic, and distrust towards government institutions. * The
increase in the overall media literacy index of Ukrainians - the share of the audience with a high level of
competence has doubled. The author has analyzed the specifics of adhering to information hygiene in the
European Union states, examined the regulatory framework, and the fundamental documents regulating



information hygiene in the EU countries. The European Union example is provided as it is considered the most
mentally suitable for addressing information hygiene issues in Ukraine. Information hygiene during the COVID-19
pandemic and the Russo-Ukrainian war has been studied as destructive phenomena that Ukraine has experienced
over the past five years. The analysis of proposed rules for maintaining information hygiene has been conducted,
summarizing the experience and survey data on preventing destructive influences through ICT.
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
